Medical Supplies, Equipment and Assistive Technology
Last month I forwarded to you the SCDHHS Medicaid Bulletin dated July 20, 2011, “Changes in Policies and Procedures for Providing Incontinence and Other Waiver Supplies and Services”, which announced reductions in provider reimbursement effective 7-11-11 for Diapers, Protective Underwear, Incontinence Pads, Under Pads, and Wipes.  It also included requiring new billing codes for Protective   Underwear, Incontinence Pads, and Wipes which previously were authorized with a generic code.

Because of these changes SCDHHS is requiring that for all HASCI Waiver participants who receive any of the Incontinence Supplies specified in the 7-20-11 Medicaid Bulletin, a new Authorization must be issued to the providers.  This must occur prior to any deliveries beginning October 1, 2011.   To avoid problems, we strongly recommend that a new Authorization be issued to providers during August for deliveries beginning September 1, 2011.      

You must issue a new Authorization to providers of incontinence supplies specified in the 7-20-11 Medicaid Bulletin as soon as possible, but no later than for deliveries beginning October 1, 2011.  The participant’s Support Plan and HASCI Waiver budget on WTS also must be amended/adjusted as necessary to reflect the reduced cost of incontinence supplies specified in the 7-20-11 Medicaid Bulletin .   

To assist this effort, HASCI Form 12-I is now void and has been converted to two forms:
